5) For applicants with serious medical history detailed information regarding treatments is 

required. 

6) For children 6 years old and under please bring “Mother & Child Notebook” if any 

7) Glasses or Contact lenses （if worn). Corrected vision must be better than 0.5 (20/40) 

 

***No fasting is required*** 

 

For Female Applicants 

Urine samples cannot be collected during menstruation. Therefore please avoid those days. If 

you are menstruating on the day of your appointment, you will need to return to us 2-3 days 

after your menstruation has ceased
